
WildDogScan is a new web-mapping system for landholders 

to record wild dog activity in their local area. 

FeralScan is managed by the Centre for Invasive Species Solutions and supports 

regional NRM groups, wild dog control associations, and landholder groups.

Have you seen wild dogs in your local area?

• Record sightings, wild dog evidence, impacts (such as mauled 

stock), and control activities (such as baiting).

• Keep local authorities informed about current problems.
