How to record wild rabbit sightings or activity

Recording rabbit information in 4 simple steps

1. Select rabbit 2. Select data type 3. Answer the questions 4. Submit report
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Select either the ‘Sightings’ The date and location will Upload a photo (optional)
From the app home screen ‘Damage’ or ‘Control’ buttons automatically appear. Answer then select ‘Submit’.
select the rabbit image. to begin recording. all relevant questions.
